The lower is known for fine 
Roses and Muscadet. The general characteristics of all these wines tend 
to be lighter in body and range from somewhat sweet to bone dry
depending on the region.

Alsace is a part of France that has retained its Germanic dialect and 
wine growing tendencies. The general and essential character is 
in forming of the grape variety and is bottled in a green fluted bottle; 
the wines are very fresh and aromatic. The noble grape is Riesling,
which tend to be drier than their German counterparts. Also grown 
are Gewurztraminer, which tend to be spicy and dry, Pinot Gris
(Pinot Grigio), which is much drier and elegant than their Italian cousin, 
and Pinot Blanc, which has similar characteristics to Chardonnay.

The Loire is rich in scenery and history and happens to be the
principal river that winds more than 600 miles.  It is also an immense
vineyard area that in simplicity can be divided into three chief wine
regions; upper, middle and lower Loire. The main two red grapes
grown are Pinot Noir in Sancerre and Cabernet Franc in middle Loire.

The Rhone Valley located in the southeast of France is split into two,
Northern and Southern.  The majority of the wine produced comes
from the southern areas but the northern tend to have the higher
quality wines. The wines are recognized for their feisty , peppery
and briary fruit flavors.  The Northern Rhone are mainly Syrah based
and Southern Rhone predominately Grenache, Mourvedre & Carignane.

The Bordeaux region is considered to produce the world's best wines,
as proven by all other major wine regions attempting to emulate the
wines. The three main blend categories of Red Bordeaux are Cabernet 
Sauvignon and Cabernet Franc dominant wines such as Medoc, Margaux,
Pauillac, Ste. Estephe & St. Julien; Merlot dominant wines, Pomerol &
St. Emilion with Graves being 50/50. Bordeaux Superieur wines are larger
produced wines grown all over the region.

Beaujolais red wines are made from the Gamay grape, which are
generally light, bright, fresh and juicy. They are meant to be drunk
young and can be enjoyed chilled in the warmer months.
